Acknowledgement

The Manitoba Law Foundation acknowledges that the lands we call
Manitoba are the ancestral lands of the Anishinaabeg, Ininiwak,
Anishininiwak, Denesuline, and Dakota Oyate.

Between 1871 and 1907, Treaty
Commissioners acting on behalf of
the Crown made Treaties No. 1 through
6 and Treaty 10 with leaders of the
Anishinaabeg, Ininiwak, Anishininiwak,
and Denesuline respecting the use

of these lands.

While the work of the Foundation extends
throughout Manitoba, the Foundation
office is located in Treaty 1 Territory, the
birthplace and homeland of the Red River
Meétis.

Chair Message

In the 2024-2025 fiscal year, the Manitoba Law Foundation continued
to build on the momentum of previous years, while ensuring that our
resources are strategically directed to advance Access to Justice

across the province.

Although 2024-2025 IOLTA revenues
declined by 15.5% compared to the
previous fiscal year, they remain the
second highest in the Foundation’s
history. This reflects continued higher-
than-average lawyer trust account
balances, even with a drop in prime
interest rates.

Ongoing trade tensions and new
tariffs introduced by the United States
are expected to dampen economic
growth in Canada and increase
inflationary pressure. The broader
economic outlook remains especially
uncertain due to fast-changing

policy developments.

The Foundation awarded more grants
and increased its overall funding in
response to higher revenues, providing
more than $10 million across 33
discretionary grants to advance access
to justice in Manitoba. With a strong
Reserve for Future Grants, in place, it is
well positioned to maintain support in
the coming years, even as interest rates
and revenues are expected to decline.

The Foundation also established a
Strategic Reserve Fund of $6 Million
this past year which will be used in part
to implement and fund a new granting
program focused on access to justice
initiatives benefitting Northern, rural,
and remote Manitoba. This underscores
our commitment to ensuring legal
services reach all Manitobans,
regardless of geography.

A key milestone this past year was the
Foundation's establishment of three
groundbreaking bursaries available to
residents of Manitoba enrolled at the
University of Manitoba, Faculty of Law,
with grant funds of nearly $4.6 million.

The MLF Truth & Reconciliation
Bursary, MLF Northern, Remote & Rural
Access to Justice Bursary, and MLF
Equity & Transformation Bursary will
support individuals from communities
who often face greater challenges

- including financial barriers - in
accessing legal education and careers.
By investing in the next generation of
legal professionals, the Foundation is
contributing to a more representative
and accessible justice system

in Manitoba.



Continued efforts to enhance the
Foundation’s profile were made through
the launch of a new website, designed to
enhance accessibility and engagement
with grant applicants, stakeholders, and
the public. This modernized platform
reflects our new logo and brand, as well
as our commitment to transparent,
user-friendly communication.

The Board saw changes, welcoming

Law Society of Manitoba appointees
Sharyne Hamm and Wayne Onchulenko,
who bring valuable expertise and fresh
perspectives. We extend our sincere
gratitude to outgoing board members
Patricia Kloepfer and Anita Southall for
their dedicated service and contributions
to the Foundation.

(the Act) enacted in 2002.

The Foundation’s revenues come from
interest on pooled trust accounts
maintained by lawyers practising in
Manitoba. Under the Act, lawyers

are required to direct their financial
institutions to pay this interest to

the Foundation.

From this revenue, the Foundation is
required to make grants to Legal Aid
Manitoba and the Law Society

of Manitoba.

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IOLTA Revenue

Most of the Foundation's
revenue comes from interest
earned on lawyers’ pooled
trust accounts (IOLTA).

This does not include interest paid

on specific trust investments held for
individual clients. The revenues are

based on interest rate arrangements

with financial institutions in Manitoba

and are typically linked to the prime

rate. Consequently, IOLTA revenues can
fluctuate significantly based on changes
in interest rates and the broader economy.

In 2024-2025, IOLTA revenues fell by
15.5%, from $32.1 million to $27.1 million.
Even with this decline, these are the
second highest annual revenues in the
Foundation’s history. The drop was mainly
due to several prime rate reductions—25
basis points in June, July, and September;
50 basis points in both October and
December 2024; and further 25 basis point
cuts in January and March 2025.

The chart below illustrates the variability
of the Foundation’s IOLTA revenues over
the past 10 years.

IOLTA Revenue Since 2016
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Investments

The Foundation’s long-term
investments are held in a
Managed Fund administered by
The Winnipeg Foundation, as part
of its Consolidated Trust Fund.

Due to the Foundation’s strong cash
position, it has opted not to take annual
cash disbursements from The Winnipeg
Foundation for the past 2 years, allowing
these funds to remain invested in the
Managed Fund.

Investment income includes both realized
and unrealized gains and losses, along
with interest and dividend earnings, after

deducting administration and investment
management fees. In fiscal 2024-2025,
the Foundation recorded an investment
gain of §703 thousand, a 3.7% decline
from the $731 thousand in income
reported the previous year.

As shown in the chart below, investment
income tends to fluctuate significantly
from year to year.

In addition to its long-term investments,
the Foundation also earns interest on the
cash held in its operating account. In fiscal
2024-2025, this interest income totalled
$2 million.

In fiscal 2024-2025, the Foundation
introduced a Strategic Reserve Policy
and established a Strategic Reserve
Fund of $6 million which will be used
in part to implement and fund a new
granting program focused on access
to justice initiatives benefitting
Northern, rural, and remote Manitoba.

Operations

The Foundation's operating expenses
for 2024-2025 totalled $413 thousand,
an increase of 31.9% from the previous
year attributable to increased staffing
and consulting costs. To support the
Foundation’s expanding administrative
needs an Executive Assistant was
hired in September 2024.

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Grants

Since 1986, the Foundation has received approximately
$176 million in IOLTA revenues and granted approximately
$167 million to advance the Foundation's purpose of
encouraging and promoting legal education, legal
research, legal aid services, law reform, and the
maintenance and development of law libraries.

In 2024-2025, the three groundbreaking bursaries were established
by the Foundation through grant funds totalling $4.57 Million
to the University of Manitoba, Faculty of Law.

Beginning in Autumn 2025, the bursaries
will be available to eligible students
enrolled at the University of Manitoba,
Faculty of Law.

The bursaries, described below, reflect
the Foundation’s unwavering commitment
to fostering a legal profession that is
representative of the vibrant and

diverse communities it serves.

The Manitoba Law Foundation Truth
& Reconciliation Bursary

As part to the Foundation's efforts

to advance Reconciliation, as well as
Access to Justice in a manner that
reflects and includes the values and legal
orders of First Nations, Inuit, and Métis
communities, this bursary is meant to
enhance access to legal education and
support the membership and participation
of individuals from these communities in
Manitoba’s practicing bar.

The Manitoba Law Foundation Equity &
Transformation Bursary

This bursary is intended to increase access
to legal education, as well as membership
and participation in Manitoba'’s practicing
bar, of Black/racialized individuals or

other underrepresented and marginalized
groups. The Foundation believes the
practising bar should reflect the

society it serves.

The Manitoba Law Foundation Northern,
Remote & Rural Access to Justice Bursary

The majority of Manitoba’s practising

bar resides in Winnipeg. With fewer and
fewer new lawyers choosing to practice in
Northern, remote, and rural Manitoba, this
bursary seeks to enhance access to legal
education and support membership and
participation in Manitoba’s practicing bar
for individuals committed to advancing
access to justice in Northern, remote,

and rural Manitoba.

Eligible students can apply for a bursary to
cover full tuition costs in any year of study
and could benefit from the bursary for up
to 3 years, so long as they achieve and
maintain a satisfactory academic average
and can demonstrate continued

financial need.

With this commitment of nearly $4.57
million in grant funds, the Foundation
strives to remove financial barriers that
have historically made it more difficult
for individuals from underrepresented
communities to pursue legal

education and careers.

Over time, these bursaries will help to
build a legal profession that is truly
representative of the diversity of our
province and move us closer to ensuring
that all Manitobans, regardless of where in
the province they reside, have meaningful
access to legal services and justice.

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Expanding Access to Justice Behind Bars:
How Law Foundation Support Is
Transforming Legal Information
& Services for Individuals
Incarcerated in Manitoba

The Foundation’s support for
two transformative initiatives is
helping deliver legal information,
advice, and representation to
some of Manitoba's most
marginalized individuals.

In 2023, the University of Manitoba
Community Law Centre launched the
Prison Law Clinic, and the Manitoba Law
Library, in partnership with the Manitoba
Library Association’s Prison Libraries
Committee, expanded its Legal Information
for Incarcerated Manitobans project.

Barriers to Access to Justice in
Correctional Facilities

There are six adult correctional centres

in Manitoba, along with a pre-trial
detention centre and one youth facility.
The total combined rated capacity of
these facilities allows for the incarceration
of approximately 2,870 individuals.

Across these centres, incarcerated
persons often face legal challenges
without the tools, information, advice, or
support to navigate them. Whether dealing
with institutional disciplinary charges,
parole hearings, or appeals, or just
navigating the legal process, incarcerated
persons face multiple and overlapping
barriers to accessing legal resources

and support.

While Stony Mountain Institution is
required by federal policy to provide
incarcerated persons with access to a
library, including certain legal resources,
provincially run facilities have no such
policy or requirement.

As a result, library and literacy services

in many institutions are lacking. Where
services are available, few have dedicated
library spaces and none have trained
library staff. Even when legal materials are
available, they are often not offered in plain
language or alternative formats.

Internet access in correctional centres

is rarely available, making it difficult for
incarcerated persons to access CanlLlII
(free legal research database), court
websites, and public legal education
resources. This makes it very challenging
to find court forms and up-to-date

case law.

Corrections staff are often unaware of—
or resistant to providing access to —
legal resources that are available.

Providing meaningful legal services to
incarcerated individuals is made more
difficult by institutional bureaucratic
hurdles (described in further detail
later in this article).



Launching The Prison Law Clinic:

The University of Manitoba Community
Legal Centre (UMCLC) is part of a
long-standing partnership between
Legal Aid Manitoba and the University
of Manitoba. Since 1972, UMCLC has
provided criminal legal services to
financially eligible individuals using

a student clinic model under the
supervision of practicing lawyers.

The 2024 launch of the Prison Law Clinic
marked a significant new chapter, focusing
on legal issues related to incarcerated
individuals’ conditions of confinement.

Prior to 2024, Legal Aid Manitoba had

a long-standing practice of offering

pro bono “duty counsel” services to
incarcerated persons charged with
disciplinary offences. On the day of the
disciplinary hearings, legal aid articling
students (on a one-month rotation) would
attend to help incarcerated persons

understand the charges against them,
make decisions about their case, and/or
provide legal representation.

This duty counsel service was unilaterally
cancelled by Stony Mountain in June
2023. Incarcerated persons were then left
to self represent at these hearings or ask
for additional time to find legal counsel
(resulting in additional delays to a process
meant to occur efficiently).

With Foundation support, UMCLC hired
a dedicated prison law lawyer and
articling student, enabling consistent,
systemic prison law advocacy backed
by institutional knowledge and UMCLC'’s
extensive experience in clinic operations
and established systems.

Initially envisioned to provide
representation to incarcerated persons at
Stony Mountain for disciplinary hearings
and administrative tribunals, as well as

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assistance with grievance processes and
parole planning, the Clinic has quickly
expanded its scope.

The Clinic is now also representing
individuals before the Parole Board of
Canada and its Appeal Branch, advocating
for incarcerated persons’ access to
healthcare and assisting self-represented
incarcerated persons with civil claims.

Although the Clinic has not yet actively
expanded services beyond Stony
Mountain, it has taken on a few clients
from provincial facilities.

Each request for assistance is reviewed
based on eligibility, merit, likelihood of
success, and the potential for the case to
drive systemic reform or enhance access
to justice for incarcerated persons. Even
when legal representation is not provided,
the Clinic seeks to provide guidance by
issuing detailed opinion letters and,
where appropriate, legal advice as to

how to continue.

Despite the unilateral removal of the duty
counsel program, the Clinic continues to
represent clients at disciplinary hearings
and has successfully applied for judicial
review in several matters.

In their work to date, the Clinic has
encountered significant challenges with
Correctional Service Canada’s (CCS)

administrative processes. For instance,
CSC maintains that it is the incarcerated
person’s responsibility to provide their
legal counsel with case information, often
refusing the Clinic’s request to release
reports on clients, even when prior written
consent is provided. Clients who provide
reports directly to the Clinic are often
charged fax, copy, or mailing fees to do so.
These fees may be $1/page, for inmates
who cannot earn more than approximately
$5/hour. Incarcerated persons are then
required to wait for an in-person meeting
with their lawyer, leading to delay and
limiting the effectiveness of

legal representation.

Filing for judicial review typically
necessitates completing a complaint
and two internal institutional appeals,
a process that can take months and
leave clients disheartened. As a result,
many incarcerated persons are forced
to abandon their pursuit of meaningful
remedies, instead hoping their legal
actions will benefit others.

Reconciliation in Action

The Clinic prioritizes services to
individuals who identify as Indigenous,
acknowledging their stark mass
incarceration in both federal and
provincial correctional facilities.



A Defining Case: The Detention
of Geraldine Mason

A recent and high-profile case is the
Clinic’s representation of Geraldine Mason,
a 36-year-old First Nations woman from
God’s Lake First Nation. Ms. Mason spent
a month in a provincial jail after she was
detained in October 2024 under The Public
Health Act without criminal charges.
Diagnosed with tuberculosis, she was
incarcerated in a provincial jail rather

than a medical facility.

The Clinic filed an urgent habeas corpus
application, coordinated evidence from
Ms. Mason'’s First Nations community,
and successfully advocated for her
release prior to the hearing.

Habeas corpus is a Latin legal term that
means “you shall have the body”. It allows
someone who is held in jail or prison to ask
a court to review whether they are being
held legally.

Despite this application moving very
quickly, the Clinic was able to bring
reconciliation directly into the proceedings.
The Clinic provided evidence from the
Chief of Ms. Mason’s community as to
their view of the constitutionality of her
incarceration, and the Clinic’'s submissions
(among other things) linked Ms. Mason’s

incarceration to the broader problem of
Indigenous mass incarceration in Canada.

The Clinic is not only increasing awareness
of this remedy but is also exploring its
limits — such as whether a deprivation

of access to Indigenous programming
constitutes a deprivation of liberty for

the purposes of habeas corpus.

Geraldine Mason'’s case drew national
media attention, condemnation by

the Premier, and catalyzed policy and
legislative change. The Chief Medical
Officer immediately issued a directive
prohibiting incarceration under the Act,
and Manitoba'’s government, in
consultation with the Clinic, introduced
legislation to codify these changes.

Court forms were updated, and the
Provincial Court adjusted its procedures
to ensure that a Judge, instead of a
Judicial Justice of the Peace, hears
matters where detention (at medical
facilities) is used to address public health
matters. Legal Aid Manitoba also added
these matters to its duty counsel roster.

Through this case, the Clinic has
demonstrated the transformative power of
timely, rights-based advocacy, community
collaboration, and public accountability.

Experiential Learning: The Next
Generation of Prison Law Advocates

The Clinic also serves as a training ground
for law students, providing experiential
learning and mentoring from practicing
lawyers in a specialized practice area

that requires both criminal law and
administrative law experience.

The Honourable Louise Arbour’s 1996
Commission of Inquiry into the Prison for
Women in Kingston called on the legal
profession to expand training opportunities
in correctional (prison) law. The Clinic
answers that call in Manitoba today.

By the Numbers: Clients Served
and Impact Multiplied

As of March 2025, the Clinic has opened
112 files since its launch. While some
clients have multiple files, each represents
at least one distinct legal matter. The
systemic nature of the Clinic’s work
means that successful outcomes help
clarify and improve conditions for many
others in custody.

Legal Information for Incarcerated

Manitobans: Library Access as a Human Right

The Legal Information for Incarcerated
Manitobans (LIIM) project fills a related—but
distinct—gap: the absence of accessible
legal information or law libraries within
Manitoba’s provincial institutions.

The LIIM is a joint initiative between the
Manitoba Law Library, and the Manitoba
Libraries Association’s Prison Libraries
Committee (MLA-PLC). The MLA-PLC

was formed in 2012 and since then, have
offered volunteer-led library services, book
donations, and creative programming
(such as art and writing workshops)

in Manitoba’s provincial correctional
facilities. Their work is founded in the
belief that libraries and literacy play an
important role in the reintegration of
incarcerated individuals into communities.

In 2022, the MLA-PLC began working
with the Manitoba Law Library to answer
incarcerated persons’ legal information
questions. This collaboration sparked an
idea that evolved into the LIIM project.



With Foundation funding, the Manitoba
Law Library contracted with two librarians
to develop and curate collections of over
60 legal titles for each provincial facility.

Initially, the first collection was introduced
to Milner Ridge, which already has a well-
developed library and space. Brandon

has also received its collection, and

other facilities are waiting on Corrections
Manitoba to provide appropriate

shelving units.

The Manitoba Law Library team also
provides reference services via a toll-
free phone number and email, aiding
individuals with appeals, sentence
calculations, and procedural inquiries.

These services are vital in institutions
where there is no internet access, few
curated resources, and limited or no staff
with legal or library training.

LIIM also has a dedicated website
intended for use by both incarcerated
persons with internet access or their
friends and family seeking to assist
them. It includes links to resources and
materials but also a link to the catalogued
collection of legal information books that
will be available in all provincial facilities.

Overcoming Literacy Barriers
to Justice

Navigating legalese is difficult for most
people, but for many incarcerated
persons, literacy challenges make this
especially difficult — they may not know
how to express their problem in legal
terms. This creates an added barrier, even
when legal resources are available.

To help bridge this gap, LIIM is creating
plain language legal FAQs and visual
infographics. They are also working

on a new graphic novel—developed in
collaboration with incarcerated and
justice-involved Manitobans—that uses
storytelling and lived experience to explain
legal rights and processes.

Presentations inside the prisons on topics
like “Finding Employment with a Criminal
Record”, provides another avenue for
persons who are incarcerated to get the
legal information they need, especially
upon release.
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Collaboration and Capacity Building

While distinct, the Clinic and Manitoba Law
Library work in tandem — sharing resources,
expertise, and community connections.

Their collaborative approach extends

to other stakeholders. MLL staff have
connected law students, law firms,

public libraries, and community-

based organizations to create toolkits,
catalogues, and public-facing resources to
better serve justice-involved Manitobans.

The Clinic and MLL meet monthly with
senior Manitoba Corrections staff,
including the Directors of Operations,
Programming, and Indigenous Services
& Spirituality. These meetings play a
crucial role in building relationships,
fostering collaboration, and enhancing
communication across facilities.

An exciting outcome of their meetings
with Manitoba Justice is the Minister’s
commitment to develop a policy ensuring
provincial facilities provide incarcerated
persons with access to a library, including
key legal resources, similar to existing
federal policy.

Both the Clinic and the Manitoba Law
Library collaborate with Indigenous
communities to ensure that cultural needs
are respected in their work. Additionally,
their partnerships with legal clinics at

UM Law, such as the Indigenous Law
Clinic and the Rights Clinic, foster shared
capacity and enhance knowledge.



Lessons in Law and Humanity

The humane treatment of prisoners is
not only a Charter-protected right—it is
foundational to justice in a
democratic society.

Operating the Clinic has revealed stark
lessons on the work needed to ensure

the rights of incarcerated person are
upheld. lllegal searches, rights violations,
and failure to provide due process have
been recurring themes. A troubling
disconnect between the law as written
and its application by institutions has also
emerged as a persistent theme.

Public perceptions of incarceration

often contrast sharply with the lived
experiences of incarcerated persons.
Misinformation about prison conditions
can undermine the rule of law and distort
the public’'s understanding.

The Clinic and MLL, and their supporters,
understand that a justice system rooted in
punishment alone will not provide a path
to rehabilitation.

MLA-PLC also assists in providing
resources that allow incarcerated persons
opportunities for personal growth, healing,
and preparation for reintegration.

One example of the Clinic and Manitoba
Law Library’s impact involves a mother
who had spent months attempting to gift
her incarcerated son The Reason You Walk:
A Memoir by Premier Wab Kinew —
a book deeply rooted in Indigenous identity,
resilience, and reconciliation. Despite
her repeated attempts, correctional
staff denied her requests without clear
explanation. It was only through the Clinic’s
and Manitoba Law Library’s advocacy and
coordination that the book finally
reached him.
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This experience underscores the systemic
barriers that often stand between
incarcerated people and even the most
basic forms of connection and personal
growth. For people behind bars, books can
be lifelines — offering inspiration, nurturing
empathy, and affirming one’s culture,
identity, and dignity. Denying that access
is not only a missed opportunity
for rehabilitation but a denial of
basic human rights.”

Conclusion: Justice Beyond the Walls

Together the Legal Information for
Incarcerated Manitobans project and the
Prison Law Clinic are opening doors to justice
for individuals behind bars — one book, one
question, one act of advocacy, and one

legal case at a time.

Président

Au cours de I'exercice 2024-2025, la Fondation du droit du Manitoba
a poursuivi sur la lancée des années précédentes, tout en veillant a
ce que nos ressources soient stratégiquement orientées pour faire
progresser lI'acces a la justice dans toute la province.

Bien que les revenus de I'lCFA pour 2024-
2025 aient diminué de 15,5 % par rapport a
I'exercice précédent, ils restent les deuxiemes
plus élevés de I'histoire de la Fondation.

Cela s’explique par le fait que les soldes des
comptes fiduciaires des avocats sont toujours
plus élevés que la moyenne, méme si les taux
d’intérét préférentiels ont baissé.

Les tensions commerciales persistantes

et les nouveaux droits de douane introduits
par les Etats-Unis devraient freiner la
croissance économique au Canada et
accroitre les pressions inflationnistes. Les
perspectives économiques générales restent
particulierement incertaines en raison de
I'évolution rapide des politiques.

La Fondation a accordé plus de subventions

Grace a une solide réserve pour
les subventions futures, la Fondation est bien
placée pour maintenir son soutien dans les
années a venir, méme si l'on s’attend a une
baisse des taux d'intérét et des revenus.

Les revenus de la Fondation
proviennent en grande partie des
intéréts sur les comptes en fiducie
communs des avocats (ICFA).

Ceci n'inclut pas les intéréts payés sur des
placements spécifiques détenus pour des
clients individuels. Les revenus sont calculés a
partir des taux d'intérét négociés avec chacune
des institutions financiéres au Manitoba et
sont liés au taux préférentiel. De ce fait, les
revenus d'ICFA sont extrémement sensibles
aux fluctuations du taux préférentiel et aux
facteurs économiques externes, et sont

donc tres instables.

En 2024-2025, les revenus de I'ICFA ont
diminué de 15,5 %, passant de 32,1 millions
de dollars a 27,1 millions de dollars. Malgré
cette baisse, il s'agit des deuxiémes revenus
annuels les plus élevés de I'histoire de la
Fondation. Cette baisse est principalement due
a plusieurs réductions du taux préférentiel : 25
points de base en juin, juillet et septembre; 50
points de base en octobre et décembre 2024;
et de nouvelles réductions de 25 points de
base en janvier et mars 2025.

Placements

Les placements a long terme de la
Fondation sont avec The Winnipeg
Foundation dans un fonds géré qui
fait partie de son fonds consolidé
en fiducie.

Due a sa solide position financiere, la Fondation
a opté pour ne pas recevoir de déboursés en
argent comptant de The Winnipeg Foundation,
permettant de garder ces sommes dans le
fonds administré.

Le revenu de placements est composé
de gains et pertes réalisés et non-réalisés
et d'intéréts et dividendes nets de frais
administratifs et de placement.

Pour I'année financiere 2024/25, la Fondation
a enregistré un revenu de placement net de
703 0008, une diminution de 3,7 % comparé au
revenu de 731 000S$ déclaré lors de I'exercice
financier précédent.

Subventions discrétionnaires

Les subventions discrétionnaires
proviennent de tout excédent
reporté de I'année précédente,
ainsi que des recettes de I'année
en cours qui restent apres avoir
couvert les frais de fonctionnement
et les subventions obligatoires
(statutaires). La Fondation peut
également augmenter sa réserve
pour subventions futures si celle-
ci est inférieure au maximum fixé
dans sa politique.

En 2024-2025, la Fondation a approuvé

un total de 10 119 927$ en financement
discrétionnaire pour le fonctionnement de
base, les projets et les petites subventions.

Pour la premiére fois, 12 bénéficiaires de
subventions de fonctionnement de base
ont regu des engagements de financement
pluriannuels - fournissant un soutien stable
pendant 2 a 3 ans - pour un total de 4,3
millions de dollars.

Le soutien de la Fondation a deux
initiatives transformatrices permet
de fournir des informations, des
conseils et une représentation
juridiques a certaines des personnes
les plus marginalisées du Manitoba.

En 2023, le Centre de droit communautaire

de I'Université du Manitoba a lancé la Clinique
de droit pénitentiaire, et la Bibliotheque de droit
du Manitoba, en partenariat avec le Comité des
bibliotheques pénitentiaires de I'Association
des bibliotheques du Manitoba, a élargi son
projet d'information juridique pour les
Manitobains incarcérés.

Obstacles a I'acces a la justice dans
les établissements pénitentiaires

Le Manitoba compte six centres correctionnels
pour adultes, un centre de détention provisoire

et un établissement pour jeunes. La capacité
nominale totale combinée de ces établissements
permet l'incarcération d’environ 2 870 personnes.

Dans tous ces centres, les personnes
incarcérées sont souvent confrontées a des
problemes juridiques sans disposer des outils,
des informations, des conseils ou du soutien
nécessaires pour y faire face. Qu'il s'agisse
d’accusations disciplinaires en établissement,
d’audiences de libération conditionnelle ou
d’appels, ou simplement de naviguer dans le
processus juridique, les personnes incarcérées
sont confrontées a de multiples obstacles qui
se chevauchent pour accéder aux ressources
et a l'aide juridiques.

Alors que I'établissement de Stony Mountain
est tenu par la politique fédérale de fournir
aux personnes incarcérées l'accés a une
bibliotheque, y compris a certaines ressources
juridiques, les établissements gérés par la
province n'ont pas de politique ou d'obligation
de ce type.

En conséquence, les services de bibliotheque
et d'alphabétisation font défaut dans de
nombreux établissements. Lorsque des
services sont disponibles, peu d’entre eux
disposent d'espaces dédiés a la bibliothéque et
aucun n'a de personnel qualifié. Méme lorsque
des documents juridiques sont disponibles, ils
ne sont souvent pas proposés en langage

clair ou dans des formats alternatifs.

L'accés a Internet dans les centres
correctionnels est rarement disponible, ce qui
rend difficile I'accés des personnes incarcérées
a CanLll (base de données de recherche
juridique gratuite), aux sites web des tribunaux
et aux ressources d'éducation juridique
publique. Il est donc tres difficile de trouver des
formulaires judiciaires et de la jurisprudence
ajour.

Le personnel pénitentiaire ignore souvent
les ressources juridiques disponibles ou est
réticent a y donner acceés.

La fourniture de services juridiques significatifs
aux personnes incarcérées est rendue plus
difficile par des obstacles bureaucratiques
institutionnels (décrits plus en détail dans

la suite de cet article).



Lancement de la Clinique de
droit pénitentiaire :

Le Centre juridique communautaire de
I'Université du Manitoba (University of
Manitoba Community Legal Centre ou UMCLC)
fait partie d'un partenariat de longue date entre
I'Aide juridique du Manitoba et I'Université du
Manitoba. Depuis 1972, TUMCLC fournit des
services juridiques en matiére pénale aux
personnes financiérement éligibles en utilisant
un modéle de clinique étudiante sous la
supervision d'avocats praticiens.

Le lancement en 2024 de la Clinique de droit
pénitentiaire a marqué un nouveau chapitre
important, en se concentrant sur les questions
juridiques liées aux conditions des

personnes incarcérées.

Avant 2024, I'Aide juridique du Manitoba
offrait depuis longtemps des services de
conseils juridiques bénévoles aux personnes
incarcérées accusées d'infractions
disciplinaires. Le jour des audiences
disciplinaires, les stagiaires de l'aide juridique
(selon une rotation d’'un mois) étaient présents
pour aider les personnes incarcérées a

comprendre les accusations portées contre
elles, a prendre des décisions concernant
leur cas et/ou a fournir une

représentation juridique.

Ce service d'avocat de permanence a été
unilatéralement annulé par Stony Mountain en
juin 2023. Les personnes incarcérées ont alors
da se représenter elles-mémes a ces audiences
ou demander un délai supplémentaire pour
trouver un avocat (ce qui a entrainé des retards
supplémentaires dans un processus censé se
dérouler de maniere efficace).

Grace au soutien de la Fondation, lUMCLC

a engagé un avocat spécialisé dans le droit
pénitentiaire et une stagiaire, ce qui a permis
de mettre en place un systéme cohérent de
défense du droit pénitentiaire, soutenu par
les connaissances institutionnelles et la
vaste expérience de 'UMCLC en matiere de
fonctionnement des cliniques et de
systemes établis.
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Initialement prévue pour représenter les
personnes incarcérées a Stony Mountain lors
des audiences disciplinaires et des tribunaux
administratifs, ainsi que pour les aider dans les
procédures de réclamation et la planification
de la libération conditionnelle, la Clinique a
rapidement élargi son champ d’action.

La Clinique représente également des
personnes devant la Commission des
libérations conditionnelles du Canada et sa
section d'appel, défend I'accés des personnes
incarcérées aux soins de santé et aide les
personnes incarcérées non représentées par
un avocat dans le cadre d'actions civiles.

Bien que la Clinique n'ait pas encore étendu
ses services au-dela de Stony Mountain,
elle a accueilli quelques clients
d’établissements provinciaux.

Chaque demande d’assistance est examinée
en fonction de son éligibilité, de son bien-
fondé, de ses chances de succes et de sa
capacité a conduire une réforme systémique
ou a améliorer I'accés a la justice pour les
personnes incarcérées. Méme lorsque la
représentation juridique n'est pas assurée, la
Clinique s'efforce de fournir des conseils en
émettant des lettres d'opinion détaillées et, le
cas échéant, des avis juridiques sur la
maniére de poursuivre I'affaire.

Malgré la suppression unilatérale du
programme d’avocats de service, la Clinique
continue de représenter des clients lors
d’audiences disciplinaires et a demandé
avec succes un contrble judiciaire dans
plusieurs affaires.

Dans son travail jusqu'a présent, la Clinique

a rencontré des difficultés importantes avec
les procédures administratives du Service
correctionnel du Canada (SCC). Par exemple,
le SCC maintient qu'il est de la responsabilité
de la personne incarcérée de fournir a son
conseiller juridique les informations relatives
a son cas, refusant souvent la demande

de la Clinique de divulguer les rapports sur
les clients, méme lorsque le consentement
écrit préalable a été fourni. Les clients qui
fournissent des rapports directement a la
Clinique doivent souvent payer des frais de
télécopie, de copie ou d’envoi par la poste. Ces
frais peuvent s'élever a 1 dollar par page, pour
des détenus qui ne peuvent gagner plus de 5
dollars de I'heure. Les personnes incarcérées
doivent alors attendre une rencontre en
personne avec leur avocat, ce qui entraine
des retards et limite l'efficacité de la
représentation juridique.

Pour demander un controle judiciaire, il faut
généralement remplir une plainte et deux
recours internes auprées de l'institution, un
processus qui peut prendre des mois et
décourager les clients. En conséquence, de
nombreuses personnes incarcérées sont
forcées d’abandonner leur quéte de recours
significatifs, espérant plutot que leurs actions
en justice profiteront a d'autres.

La réconciliation en action

La Clinique offre en priorité des services

aux personnes qui s'identifient comme
autochtones, compte tenu de leur incarcération
massive dans les établissements pénitentiaires
fédéraux et provinciaux.



Un cas déterminant : la détention
de Geraldine Mason

Une affaire récente et trés médiatisée est la
représentation par la Clinique de Geraldine
Mason, une femme de 36 ans de la Premiére
nation de God'’s Lake. Madame Mason a passé
un mois dans une prison provinciale apres
avoir été détenue en octobre 2024 en vertu
de la loi sur la santé publique, sans avoir fait
I'objet d’accusations criminelles. Atteinte

de tuberculose, elle a été incarcérée dans
une prison provinciale plutét que dans un
établissement médical.

La Clinique a déposé une demande urgente
d’habeas corpus, a coordonné les témoignages
de la communauté des Premiéres Nations de
madame Mason et a plaidé avec succes pour
sa libération avant I'audience.

Lhabeas corpus est un terme juridique
latin qui signifie « tu auras le corps ».

Il permet a une personne détenue en prison
de demander a un tribunal de vérifier si elle
est détenue Iégalement.

Bien que cette demande ait été traitée tres
rapidement, la Clinique a été en mesure
d'apporter une réconciliation directement
dans la procédure. La Clinique a fourni

des preuves du chef de la communauté de
madame Mason quant a son point de vue sur
la constitutionnalité de son incarcération, et
les observations de la Clinique (entre autres)
ont lié I'incarcération de madame Mason

au probléme plus large de l'incarcération de
masse des autochtones au Canada.

La Clinique ne se contente pas de faire
connaitre ce recours, elle en explore également
les limites - par exemple, la question de

savoir si la privation d'acces aux programmes
autochtones constitue une privation de liberté
au sens de I'habeas corpus.

Le cas de Geraldine Mason a attiré I'attention
des médias nationaux, a été condamné

par le premier ministre et a catalysé des
changements politiques et législatifs. Le
médecin en chef a immédiatement émis une
directive interdisant I'incarcération en vertu
de la loi, et le gouvernement du Manitoba, en
consultation avec la Clinique, a introduit une
|égislation pour codifier ces changements.

Les formulaires judiciaires ont été mis a jour et
la Cour provinciale a modifié ses procédures
pour s’assurer qu'un juge, plutdt qu’un juge de
paix, entende les affaires dans lesquelles la
détention (dans des établissements médicaux)
est utilisée pour traiter des questions de

santé publique. LAide juridique du Manitoba

a également ajouté ces affaires a sa liste
d’avocats de service.

Grace a cette affaire, la Clinique a démontré
le pouvoir de transformation d’'un plaidoyer
opportun et fondé sur les droits, d'une
collaboration avec la communauté et d’'une
responsabilité publique.
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Apprentissage par I'expérience : La
prochaine génération de défenseurs du
droit pénitentiaire

La Clinique sert également de terrain de
formation pour les étudiants en droit, en leur
offrant un apprentissage expérientiel et un
mentorat de la part d’'avocats en exercice
dans un domaine spécialisé qui nécessite
une expérience en droit pénal et en

droit administratif.

La Commission d’enquéte sur la Prison des
femmes de Kingston, créée en 1996 par
I'honorable Louise Arbour, a demandé a la
profession juridique d’élargir les possibilités de
formation en droit correctionnel (pénitentiaire).
La Clinique répond aujourd’hui a cet appel

au Manitoba.

En chiffres : clients servis et
impact multiplié

En date de mars 2025, la Clinique avait

ouvert 112 dossiers depuis son lancement. Si
certains clients ont plusieurs dossiers, chacun
d’entre eux représente au moins une question
juridique distincte. La nature systémique du
travail de la Clinique signifie que les résultats
positifs contribuent a clarifier et a améliorer
les conditions pour de nombreuses autres
personnes en détention.

Information juridique pour les Manitobains
incarcérés : I'acces a la bibliotheque en tant
que droit de 'homme

Le projet d’information juridique pour les
personnes incarcérées au Manitoba (Legal
Information for Incarcerated Manitobans
(LIIM)) comble une lacune connexe, mais
distincte : I'absence d'informations juridiques
accessibles ou de bibliothéques juridiques
dans les établissements provinciaux

du Manitoba.

Le LIIM est une initiative conjointe de la
Bibliotheque de droit du Manitoba et du Comité
des bibliothéques de prison de I'Association
des bibliotheques du Manitoba (MLA-PLC).

Le MLA-PLC a été créé en 2012 et depuis,

il offre des services de bibliothéque dirigés

par des bénévoles, des dons de livres et des
programmes créatifs (tels que des ateliers
d’art et d’écriture) dans les établissements
correctionnels provinciaux du Manitoba. Leur
travail est fondé sur la conviction que les
bibliotheques et I'alphabétisation jouent un rdle
important dans la réinsertion des personnes
incarcérées dans les communautés.

En 2022, le MLA-PLC a commencé a travailler
avec la Bibliothéque de droit du Manitoba
pour répondre aux questions des personnes



e

incarcérées en matiére d’'information juridique.
Cette collaboration a donné naissance a une
idée qui s’est transformée en projet LIIM.

Grace au financement de la Fondation, la
Bibliothéque de droit du Manitoba a engagé

2 bibliothécaires pour développer et conserver
des collections de plus de 60 titres juridiques
pour chaque établissement provincial.

Dans un premier temps, la premiére collection
a été introduite a Milner Ridge, qui dispose
déja d'une bibliothéque et d’'un espace bien
développés. Brandon a également regu sa
collection, et d'autres établissements attendent
que les services correctionnels du Manitoba
leur fournisse les étagéres appropriées.

L'équipe de la Bibliothéque de droit du
Manitoba fournit également des services

de référence par le biais d’'un numéro de
téléphone gratuit et d’'un courrier électronique,
aidant les personnes a faire appel, a calculer
leur peine et a obtenir des renseignements
sur les procédures.

Ces services sont essentiels dans les
institutions ou il n'y a pas d'accés a l'Internet,
peu de ressources documentaires et peu ou
pas de personnel ayant une formation
juridique ou en bibliothéque.

LIIM dispose également d'un site web dédié,
destiné aux personnes incarcérées disposant
d’'un accés a Internet ou a leurs amis et familles
désireux de les aider. Il comprend des liens vers
des ressources et des documents, mais aussi
un lien vers la collection cataloguée d’'ouvrages
d’information juridique qui sera disponible dans
tous les établissements provinciaux.

Surmonter les obstacles a la justice

liés a I'alphabétisation

Il est difficile pour la plupart des gens de s’y
retrouver dans le jargon juridique, mais pour
de nombreuses personnes incarcérées, les
probléemes d'alphabétisation rendent la tache
particulierement ardue - elles peuvent ne
pas savoir comment exprimer leur probléeme
en termes juridiques. Cela constitue un
obstacle supplémentaire, méme lorsque des
ressources juridiques sont disponibles.

Pour combler cette lacune, LIIM crée une FAQ
juridique en langage clair et des infographies
visuelles. Elle travaille également sur un
nouveau roman graphique - développé en
collaboration avec des Manitobains incarcérés
et impliqués dans la justice - qui utilise la
narration et I'expérience vécue pour expliquer
les droits et les processus juridiques.

Des présentations a l'intérieur des prisons

sur des sujets tels que « Trouver un emploi
avec un casier judiciaire » constituent un
autre moyen pour les personnes incarcérées
d’obtenir les informations juridiques dont elles
ont besoin, en particulier au moment de

leur libération.
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Collaboration et développement
des capacités

Bien que distinctes, la Clinique et la Bibliotheque
de droit du Manitoba travaillent en tandem,
partageant leurs ressources, leur expertise

et leurs relations avec la communauté.

Leur approche collaborative s'étend a d'autres
parties prenantes. Le personnel du MLL a mis
en relation des étudiants en droit, des cabinets
d’avocats, des bibliotheques publiques et des
organisations communautaires pour créer

des boites a outils, des catalogues et des
ressources destinées au public afin de mieux
servir les Manitobains impliqués dans la justice.

La Clinique et le MLL rencontrent chaque
mois les cadres supérieurs des services
correctionnels du Manitoba, notamment les
directeurs des opérations, des programmes,
des services autochtones et de la spiritualité.
Ces réunions jouent un réle crucial dans
I'établissement de relations, la promotion

de la collaboration et 'amélioration de la
communication entre les établissements.

Lun des résultats les plus intéressants de
leurs réunions avec le ministere de la justice
du Manitoba est 'engagement pris par le
ministre d'élaborer une politique garantissant
que les établissements provinciaux offrent
aux personnes incarcérées l'acces a une
bibliotheque, y compris a des ressources
juridiques essentielles, a l'instar de la
politique fédérale existante.

La Clinique et la Bibliotheque de droit du
Manitoba collaborent avec les communautés
autochtones pour s’assurer que les besoins
culturels soient respectés dans leur travail.

En outre, leurs partenariats avec les cliniques
juridiques de 'UM Law, telles que la Clinique de
droits autochtones et la Clinique des droits de
I'hnomme, favorisent le partage des capacités
et 'amélioration des connaissances.



Legons de droit et d’humanité

Le traitement humain des prisonniers n’est pas
seulement un droit protégé par la Charte, c’est
un élément fondamental de la justice dans
une société démocratique.

Le fonctionnement de la Clinique a permis

de tirer des legons brutales sur le travail
nécessaire pour garantir le respect des droits
des personnes incarcérées. Les fouilles
illégales, les violations des droits et le non-
respect des procédures régulieres sont des
themes récurrents. Un décalage troublant entre
la loi telle gu’elle est écrite et son application
par les institutions est également apparu
comme un theéme persistant.

La perception qu'a le public de I'incarcération
contraste souvent fortement avec l'expérience
vécue des personnes incarcérées. Les
informations erronées sur les conditions de
détention peuvent porter atteinte & I'Etat de
droit et fausser la compréhension du public.

La Clinique et MLL, ainsi que ceux qui les
soutiennent, comprennent qu’un systéme
judiciaire fondé uniquement sur la punition
n'offre pas de voie vers la réhabilitation.

Le MLA-PLC contribue également a fournir
des ressources qui permettent aux personnes
incarcérées de s'épanouir, de guérir et de se
préparer a la réinsertion.

Un exemple de I'impact de la Clinique et de la
Bibliothéque de droit du Manitoba concerne
une mere qui a passé des mois a essayer
d’offrir a son fils incarcéré The Reason You
Walk: A Memoir, du premier ministre Wab
Kinew - un livre profondément ancré dans
I'identité, la résilience et la réconciliation
autochtones. Malgré ses tentatives répétées, le
personnel pénitentiaire a rejeté ses demandes,
sans explication claire. Ce n'est que grace a
I'action et a la coordination de la Clinique et de
la Bibliotheque de droit du Manitoba que le
livre lui est finalement parvenu.
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«

Cette expérience souligne les barriéres
systémiques qui se dressent souvent entre
les personnes incarcérées et les formes
les plus élémentaires de connexion et
de développement personnel. Pour les
personnes derriere les barreaux, les livres
peuvent étre des bouées de sauvetage -
offrant l’inspiration, nourrissant 'empathie
et affirmant la culture, I'identité et la
dignité de chacun. Refuser cet acces n’est
pas seulement une occasion manquée de
réinsertion, mais aussi un déni des droits
humains fondamentaux ».

Ensemble, le projet Legal Information for
Incarcerated Manitobans et la Prison Law
Clinic ouvrent les portes de la justice aux
personnes derriére les barreaux - un livre,
une question, un acte de défense et un
cas juridique a la fois.

To the Board of Directors of The Manitoba Law Foundation:
Opinion

We have audited the accompanying financial statements of The Manitoba Law Foundation (the
"Foundation™), which comprise the statement of financial position as at March 31, 2025, and the
statements of operations, changes in net assets and cash flow for the year then ended, and the notes to
financial staterments, including a summary of significant accounting policies.

In our opinion, the accompanying financial statements present fairly, in all material respects, the financial
position of The Manitoba Law Foundation as at March 31, 2025, and the results of its operations and its
cash flow for the year then ended, in accordance with the basis of accounting as described in note 2 to the
financial statements.

Basis for Opinion

We conducted our audit in accordance with Canadian generally accepted auditing standards. Our
responsibilities under those standards are further described in the Awditor's Responsibilities for the Audit
of the Financial Statements section of our report. We are independent of the Foundation in accordance
with the ethical requirements that are relevant to our audit of the financial statements in Canada, and we
have fulfilled our other ethical responsibilities in accordance with these requirements. We believe that the
audit evidence we have obtained is sufficient and appropriate to provide a basis for our opinion.

Emphasis of Matter - Basis of Accounting

We draw attention to note 2 of the financial statements, which describes the basis of accounting. The
financial statements are prepared to assist the Foundation to comply with the financial reporting provisions
of The Legal Profession Act. As a result, the financial statements may not be suitable for another purpose.
Qur opinion is not modified in respect of this matter.

Responsibilities of Management and Those Charged with Govermance for the Financial
Statements

Management is responsible for the preparation and fair presentation of the financial statements in
accordance with the basis of accounting as described in note 2 to the financial statements and for such
internal control as management determines is necessary to enable the preparation of financial statements
that are free from material misstatement, whether due to fraud or error.

In preparing the financial statements, management is responsible for assessing the Foundation's ability to
continue as a going concern, disclosing, as applicable, matters related to going concern and using the
going concem basis of accounting unless management either intends to liquidate the Foundation or to
cease operations, or has no realistic alternative but to do so.

Those charged with govemnance are responsible for oversesing the Foundation's financial reporting
process.

Auditor's Responsibilities for the Audit of the Financial Statements

Evaluate the overall presentation, structure, and content of the financial statements including the
disclosures, and whether the financial statements represent the underlying transactions and
events in a manner that achieves fair presentation.

ACCOUNTING ENTITY

The Manitoba Law Foundation (the "Foundation") was established by the Act of the Legislative
Assembly of Manitoba (the "Act") which was assented to October 23, 1986. The Foundation receives
interest earned on lawyers’ trust accounts and disburses grants to organizations specified in the Act
and to other organizations at the discretion of the Board of Directors (the “Board”).

The objectives of the Foundation, as set out in the Act, are to encourage and promote the following:
(a) legal education, (b) legal research, (c) legal aid services, (d) law reform, and (e) the development
and maintenance of law libraries.

The Foundation is considered a not-for-profit organization under provisions of the Income Tax Act of
Canada and is exempt from income tax.

SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES

These financial statements have been prepared in accordance with Canadian accounting standards
for not-for-profit organizations ("ASNPQO") with the exception of the interest on lawyers' trust accounts
as described in note 2(a).

An underlying assumption of the preparation of financial statements in accordance with ASNPO is
that the entity will continue for the foreseeable future and will be able to realize its assets and
discharge liabilities in the normal course of operations.

The financial statements include the following significant accounting polices:
(@) Revenue recognition

Under Section 90 of The Legal Profession Act, statutory grants to Legal Aid Manitoba and the
Law Society of Manitoba are to be calculated each year based upon “the total trust account
interest received by the Foundation”. Due to the statutory provision, interest on lawyers’ trust
accounts is recognized in revenue on a cash basis as the financial institutions advise the
Foundation of the amounts. The Foundation assumes that solicitors who hold funds in trust for
or on account of clients comply strictly with Section 50 of The Legal Profession Act. This
method of recording interest of lawyers’ trust accounts on a cash basis is not in accordance
with ASNPO, which requires income to be reported on an accrual basis.

Net investment income and interest income are recognized in the period earned and includes
realized and unrealized gains and losses, interest and dividends net of investment fees.

(b) Tangible capital assets

Tangible capital assets are recorded at cost. Amortization is recorded on a straight-line basis at
rates intended to amortize the assets over their useful lives as follows:

Computer hardware and software 3 years
Furniture and fixtures 5 years
(c) Grants

Pursuant to subsection 90(1) of The Legal Profession Act, grants equal to 50% and 16.67% of
the interest received on lawyers’ trust accounts annually or $1,007,629 and $335,383,
respectively, whichever is greater, are to be paid to Legal Aid Manitoba and the Law Society of
Manitoba, respectively. Provision for such grants is recorded annually in the Foundation’s
accounts. In the event there is insufficient interest earned on lawyers’ trust accounts to meet
these commitments, subsection 90(2) of the Act indicates that the grants are to be calculated
on a pro-rata basis.

Grants other than as described above are recorded in the Foundation’s accounts in the year of
approval by the Board of Directors.

(d) Financial instruments

)

The Foundation initially measures its financial assets and financial liabilities at fair value when
the asset or liability is first recognized. The Foundation subsequently measures all its financial
assets and financial liabilities at amortized cost, except for investments quoted in an active
market, which are subsequently measured at fair value. Changes in fair value are recognized in
the statement of operations. Amortized cost is the amount at which the financial instrument is
measured at initial recognition, less principal repayments, plus or minus the cumulative of any
difference between that initial amount and the maturity amount, and minus any reduction for
impairment.

Financial assets and financial liabilities are measured at amortized cost including cash, accounts
receivable, investments, accounts payable and accrued liabilities and grants allocated and
undisbursed.

Impairment

Financial assets measured at amortized cost are tested for impairment when there are
indicators of possible impairment. When a significant adverse change has occurred during the
period in the expected timing or amount of future cash flows from the financial asset or group of
assets, a write-down is recognized in the statements of operations and changes in net assets.
When events occurring after the impairment confirm that a reversal is necessary, the reversal is
recognized in the statement of operations.

Use of estimates

The preparation of the financial statements in conformity with Canadian accounting standards
for not-for-profit organizations requires management to make estimates and assumptions that
affect the reported amounts of assets and liabilities at the date of the financial statements and
the reported amounts of revenue and expenses during the year. Estimates include accounts
payable and accrued liabilities and the useful life of tangible capital assets. Actual results may
differ from estimates.

NET INVESTMENT INCOME

The funds invested in The Winnipeg Foundation Consolidated Trust Fund are comprised of both
unrestricted funds and internally restricted funds - Reserve for Future Grants (note 5).

INTERNALLY RESTRICTED FUNDS
Strategic Reserve

During the year, the Board approved the creation of the Strategic Reserve which was funded through
an interfund transfer in the amount of $6,000,000 from unrestricted net assets. The purpose of the
Strategic Reserve is to allocate funds for projects or activities in support of the Foundation's strategic
plan(s), initiatives and granting priorities. After the approval of each year's audited financial
statements, the Board will review the level of the Strategic Reserve in relation to strategic initiatives
and current level of the Reserve for Future Grants.

Reserve for Future Grants

The purpose of the Reserve for Future Grants (the "Reserve") is to provide stable funding for the
Foundation’s discretionary grant recipients. The Board’s policy is to base the Reserve’s level upon a
multiple of discretionary grants approved with a range of a two-year minimum up to a four-year
maximum, assessed on a rolling three-year average. In addition, the Board may, at its discretion,
transfer additional amounts from unallocated revenue to the Reserve. During the year, the Board
approved a transfer of $nil (2024 - $2,000,000) from unrestricted net assets to the Reserve. The
Reserve funds are invested in The Winnipeg Foundation Consolidated Trust Fund, as disclosed in
note 3.

his/her designate. The Act also states in Section 100 that "a director who is associated with a
recipient or proposed recipient of a grant from the Foundation, and disclosed that association to the
board, may vote on any questions relating to the grant unless the director has a direct pecuniary

interest in the grant".

FINANCIAL RISK MANAGEMENT

Interest rate risk

Interest rate cash flow risk is the risk that changes in market interest rates may have an effect
on the cash flows associated with some financial instruments. The Foundation is exposed to
interest rate risk with respect to interest earned on investments and interest received on lawyer's
trust accounts. Accordingly, changes in the prime interest will have a positive or negative impact
on the Foundation's revenue.

Liquidity risk

Liquidity risk is the risk that the Foundation will not be able to meet its financial obligations as
they come due. Financial liabilities consist of accounts payable and accrued liabilities. Financial
liabilities are paid in the normal course of business and except under certain exceptions, no later
than one month.

Other price risk

Other price risk is the risk that the fair value of future cash flows of a financial instrument will
fluctuate because of changes in market prices (other than those arising from interest rate risk or
currency risk), whether those changes are caused by factors specific to the individual financial
instrument or its issuer, or factors affecting all similar financial instruments traded in the market.
The Foundation is exposed to other price risk through its investment in equity mutual funds for
which the value fluctuates with the quoted market price of the equity investments held within its
mutual fund investments. Management mitigates these risks by maintaining and adhering to an
investment policy that outlines the parameter on the investing holdings.
